FIRST READING Exodus 12.1-14

The First Lesson is written in the twelfth chapter of the book Exodus, beginning at the
first verse.

And the Lord spake unto Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt saying, ‘This month
shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of the year to
you. Speak ye unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, In the tenth day of this
month they shall take to them every man a lamb, according to the house of their
fathers, a lamb for an house: And if the household be too little for the lamb, let him
and his neighbour next unto his house take it according to the number of the souls;
every man according to his eating shall make your count for the lamb. Your lamb shall
be without blemish, a male of the first year: ye shall take it out from the sheep, or from
the goats: And ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: and the
whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening. And they shall
take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the upper door post of the



houses, wherein they shall eat it. And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with
fire, and unleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they shall eat it. Eat not of it raw, nor
sodden at all with water, but roast with fire; his head with his legs, and with the
purtenance thereof. And ye shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; and that
which remaineth of it until the morning ye shall burn with fire. And thus shall ye eat
it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye
shall eat it in haste: it is the Lord’s passover. For I will pass through the land of Egypt
this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast;
and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the Lord. And the
blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the
blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when
I smite the land of Egypt. And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall
keep it a feast to the Lord throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an
ordinance for ever.’

Jesus
answered him, ‘If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me.” Simon Peter saith unto
him, ‘Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.’ Jesus saith to him, ‘He
that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are
clean, but not all.” For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, ‘Ye are not
all clean.” So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set
down again, he said unto them, ‘Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call me



Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am. If I then, your Lord and Master, have
washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another’s feet.For I have given you an
example, that ye should do as I have done to you. Verily, verily, I say unto you, The
servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them. Now is the Son of man glorified,
and God is glorified in him. If God be glorified in him, God shall also glorify him in
himself, and shall straightway glorify him. Little children, yet a little while I am with
you. Ye shall seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so
now I say to you. A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as
I have loved you, that ye also love one another. By this shall all men know that ye are
my disciples, if ye have love one to another.’

SERMON
THE MAUNDY

The People remain seated. Those who are to take part in the washing of the feet are led to seats
prepared for them. The Celebrant removes the chasuble, is girded with a towel, and approaching
each person in turn, bows to them and kneels to wash each one’s feet and wipe them with a towel.

Meanwhile the choir sings:

Ubi caritas et amor, Deus ibi est. Congregavit nos in unum Christi amor.
Exsultemus et in ipso jucundemur. Timeamus et amemus Deum vivum.
Et ex corde diligamus nos sincero. Ubi caritas et amor, Deus ibi est. Amen.

Please refrain from
intinction (dipping the host into the cup), as diocesan policy does not allow us to do so.

If you have not been baptized or are not receiving communion, please cross your arms over your
chest in the shape of an X to receive a blessing.

If you wish to inquire about baptism for yourself or your child, we would love to speak with you!
